This unique landscape was created in the late 1800s when large tree 

roundels were planted in Wycombe Abbey Park, forming an avenue 

that extended from Daws Hill House. These were later supplemented 

with a double avenue of lime trees planted in the early 1900s. 

As a country park, it has a mix of open space and planted areas.
